B ernadette left feeling very con-

fused.  If Father Peyramale did not 

understand the words, then who would?

He 

would often recall how open she was and 

her gift of ñgood judgment.ò

Exodus 24:3 -8   
The Israelites tell Moses, ñWe will do every-
thing the LORD has told us.ò  Moses then 
erects an altar and sacrifices young bulls.  
He sprinkles the blood on the people say-
ing, ñThis is the blood of the covenant that 
the LORD has made with you.ò 
 
Hebrews 9:11 -15   
Christ came as a high priest, not to sacri-
fice the blood of goats and bulls, but to 
offer his own blood to obtain for us eternal 
redemption.  Christ is the mediator of the 
new covenant. 
 
Matthew 14:12 -16, 22-26   
On the first day of the Jewish celebration of 
the Passover, Jesus meets with his disci-
ples to celebrate this feast.  He takes 
bread, gives thanks and praise, and says to 
his disciples, ñTake it; this is my body.ò  
Then he takes a cup, gives thanks, and 
says, ñThis is my blood of the covenant,
