Work 
done in the home, such as rear-
ing children, is invisible and is 
not counted in the gross na-
tional product, the official 
evaluation of productivity of our 
society. The work of rearing 
children, of guiding adoles-
cents, of donating blood, help-
ing in libraries, delivering meals 
to seniors, raising funds for not-
for-profit organizations, and so 
on, is coming up short as peo-
ple are pressed to give more 
and more of their time and en-
ergy to paid jobs. Our ñjobò is 
what we do, but our ñvocationò 
is who  we are.  We are called 
to serve others, to help those 
who need us in a variety of 
situations. We arenôt all called 
to the same work, or the same 
amount of work. We give what 
we have, according to our abili-
ties, in fidelity to the call each of 
us received. Our vocation to 
serve others is rooted in our 

baptism.  How we live our call is 
a matter of individual  gifts and 
ñtalents.ò Even if our work is un-
paid or unappreciated, it is valu-
able in Godôs eyes. Work done 
ñwith loving handsò is worthwhile 
and good, even if it is invisible 
to those who decide what is 
economically valuable.
